This prevents heat loss and conserves
the efficiency of your home. Having the door closed is the safest way to enjoy a fire and with its side
swinging feature, it opens outward for easy cleaning.

If you enjoy hearing the crackle and pop of the fire, simply close the built-in firescreen. The firescreen
doesn't block the view of the fire, but prevents embers from escaping.
